Here we are with May approaching, moving swiftly from the time of the 
Resurrection to the time of the Holy Spirit.  Pentecost Sunday is May 31st, 
when we celebrate the coming of the Holy Spirit to the disciples as they 
were gathered in Jerusalem to celebrate the Jewish festival that occurred 
fifty days after Passover (“pentecost” is the English version of the Greek 
word for fifty).  Then, according to the story in the Book of Acts, the disciples were 
empowered to go out with courage and proclaim the Gospel everywhere, to all people.  They 
were given the gifts they needed for that task, most dramatically represented in the gift of 
being understood by all their listeners in their native languages. 

 It’s a beautiful story, but it can be a misleading story.  It might make us think that 
this was a one-time event that happened long ago and far away and only to Jesus’ 
immediate disciples.  Or it might make us think that the Holy Spirit “descended” on 
disciples, turned them into the “church,” and now the Holy Spirit is present only in “church-
y” times and places, like Sunday morning and the Good Shepherd sanctuary.  We hope that 
the Holy Spirit can be felt in those times and places, but it would be a mistake to limit the 
Spirit in that way.  So along with the story of Pentecost, we should remember the words of 
John the Baptist comparing himself and Jesus:  “I baptize you with water; but one who is 
more powerful than I is coming...He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire.” (Luke 
3:16).  Every one of us is baptized in the Holy Spirit.  Every one of us has the power of God in 
us to continue the mission of Jesus.  Every one of us has been called to speak the Gospel in 
every way we can.  That’s why the Holy Spirit was given, not just to an inner circle of Jesus’ 
followers long ago, but to each of us when we were baptized. 

 That’s especially important in these hard times, when we struggle to be faithful to 
our Gospel mission even as we face mounting personal challenges.  So I think that the Holy 
Spirit speaks one very important word to us now:  “Courage.”  That is the most striking part 
of the whole story of Pentecost:  those disciples found new courage to go out and tell the 
story, courage that was more than was in them, courage that came from the power of God.  
They had faith, but to put faith into action requires courage, and the Holy Spirit is there to 
supply it.  We can do more than we think we can do.  And for the sake of the mission of 
Jesus in the world, we are called to do it. 

 Within the walls, here at Good Shepherd, we had an outpouring of generosity last 
month that thanks to an extraordinary “seed” gift and some fine leadership helped us put a 
major dent in the deficit we had accumulated in the last five years.  This generosity is one 
way that the Holy Spirit works among us.  I believe, though, that the Holy Spirit is still calling 
on us to act courageously in two other areas:  one is to match our generosity of treasure 
with a generosity of time.  Several of our volunteer ministries need renewal, and you will be 
hearing more about that in the next several weeks.  And the second is to remember our 
commitments outside the walls, especially to the ministries of the wider church and their 
regional and even world-wide impact.  I am confident that the Holy Spirit will grant us 
encouragement in these areas as well, since wherever the mission of the Gospel leads, 
there is the Holy Spirit working among Jesus’ disciples. 

 So the word for this month is courage.  Be encouraged in the Holy Spirit that has 
been given to you to face all that is yet to come.  For we know Who it is who goes before us.

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“What do we do with what we have?” That 
question has been part of a central theme 
for congregates of Good Shepherd Lutheran 
Church since 2007, when Rev. John Ferrie 
became pastor. “It’s not just about money 
or budget,” said parishioner Tim Coleman 
on stewardship. “It’s about what we do with 
what we have.” 
 
That said, church members have since 
taken heed. Their most recent outreach led 
them to the city of Syracuse where they 
helped two local nonprofit agencies: the 
Rescue Mission and Habitat for Humanity. 
Their project, which involved transforming a 
Rescue Mission storage room into a family 
recreation center, began last summer. Its 
purpose was to revitalize its Spiritual Life 
Center. 
 
“They’ve got an incredible campus and they 
impact so many people on a daily basis,” 
Coleman said. 
 
In 2008, the Rescue Mission, whose 
headquarters are located on Gifford Street, 
served more than 215,000 meals to the 
hungry and provided more than 65,000 
overnight stays. 
 
And demand continues to increase, 
Coleman said. 
RM representatives figured the cost to build 
this new concept would amount to $3,100 
– if supplies were purchased at a big box 
retail store. But church member and 
carpenter Jim Follette had a better idea. An 
active Habitat for Humanity volunteer, 
Follette suggested building cabinets at the 
charity’s workshop rather than spending the 
money at a retail outlet. At the same time, 
the church would make efforts to raise the 
same dollar amount it would take to make a 
store purchase, but instead donate it to 
Habitat.  
 
“This [idea] fit into pastor’s daily challenge 
of, ‘What do you do with what you have?’ 
versus ‘We only have so much, what can we 
do?’” Coleman said. “[It’s] a different way of 
looking at it.” 
 

The church raised 
$3,500 through two 
events – a dinner and 
silent auction. 
Additionally, the nonprofit 
community group, 
Thrivent Financial for 
Lutherans, matched $1 
for every $3 from the 
dinner, totaling a 
contribution of $1,000.

Remaining funds 
went to the Rescue Mission. 
 
“We were able to impact two very important 
organizations in our community and be 
involved with both of them,” Coleman said. 

We 
got our hands dirty and we impacted two 
different groups.”

GREETINGS FROM TANZANIA 
  

 Greetings in the name of Christ.  We give thanks for you 
our friends, and for the support and prayers we continue to 
receive from so many of you.   

 Some of you know that we recently had a break-in at our 
home.  I was away and 10 armed men broke in at 2 am with 
Rebecca there alone.  They pillaged the house.  No physical harm 
was done, but we are deeply shaken and are still sorting out how 
to carry on.  Theft of this nature happens, even with many 
precautions, and we are far from alone in experiencing this.  That 
fact however does not make us feel any better, it only heightens 
our sense of risk in living here.   

 The most valuable thing stolen from us was our sense of 
peace.  Healing from this is not easy; it’s hard work.  A friend 
offered, “If we hold these things in our heart, God is not able to 
come in”.  Profound words.  Some experiences tend to “harden 
our hearts”, somehow proving the cynicism of the larger world.  

We can nurse that cynicism or we can make another choice.  A 
friend who had experienced a break-in observed that for weeks 
afterward, every face he met on the road appeared angry and 
suspicious.  He came to realize that people were mirroring his own 
expressions.  When he made the effort to smile, unnatural as that 
felt, the warmth and generosity of the oncoming faces returned.   

 Another perspective from a home visit during a recent 
work trip to the far south near the Malawi border: a 6 year old with 
epilepsy, profoundly malnourished and unable to eat properly, the 
mother recently widowed.  While we have hope and expect healing 
– we can see it – for some it is hard to see.   

 In May we will both be in the States briefly for our 
daughter Heidi’s graduation from St. Olaf College.  Celebrations, 
gatherings, mournings, they all continue.  So does healing.  And 
peace is with us even when we don’t feel it.  Help us in praying for 
a heart of wisdom in the time ahead.

However, to meet bail stipulations, she volunteers as Katie's 
guardian (since Kate's strict parents reject her) and moves in 
with the Fishers. Living with the Amish necessitates some 
adjustments for both parties, but Katie and Ellie become fast 
friends in spite of their differences. Very little action occurs 
beyond the initial setup, though the questions remain: Who was 
the father of Katie's child? And did she smother the newborn?
